Trade Performance of Indian Textile Sector (April-October 2014-15)
 Exports from the textile sector, consisting of textile fibers, yarns, made-ups, garments, jute & jute products, coir, handicrafts, carpets and handloom products, was US$ 21,943.84 million during first seven months of current fiscal year, i.e. Apr-Oct 2014. It was US$ 20,387.01 million during same period of last year. In Indian Rupees (INR) term, exports of textile products were worth of Rs. 1,21,201 crore and Rs. 1,32,475 crore for Apr-Oct 2013 and Apr-Oct 2014 respectively. Since there had been a depreciation in exchange rate of Rupee with US Dollar by 1.55 per cent during these periods, the growth rate in exports of textile sector was higher at 9.3 per cent in Indian Rupee term than 7.6 per cent of growth rate in US Dollar term. 

Exports performance
Directorate General of Commercial Intelligence & Statistics (DGCI&S) publishes monthly trade data of principal commodities and latest publication contains the trade data till October 2014.  Twenty six (26) principal commodities of textile sector, either as an individual textile item or as a group of textiles or its allied items, are being reported out of total of 168 principal commodities in monthly trade data. These 26 textile items can be classified under following broad categories:
A. Textile fibers- Raw Cotton inclusive of wastes; Manmade Staple Fibre & Raw Silk and Silk Waste (3 items).
B. Textile products- Cotton Yarn ; Cotton Fabrics & Made-ups together ; Manmade Yarn, Fabrics & Made-ups together; Raw wool; Woolen Yarn, Fabrics and Made-ups together;  Silk Yarn, Fabrics and made-ups together; Other textile yarns, fabrics and made-up articles (8 items/group items)
C. Ready-Made Garments (RMG)- RMG of Cotton Inclusive of accessories ; RMG of Silk ; RMG of Manmade Fibres ; RMG of Wool and RMG Of Other textile materials (5 items)
D.  Coirs, handicrafts & carpets- Coir and Coir manufactures; Handicrafts (Excl. Handmade Carpets) ; Carpet (Excl. Silk) of Handmade ; and Silk Carpets (4 items/group items)
E. Jute and Jute products- Raw Jute; Jute Yarn ; Jute Hessian ; Floor Covering of Jute ; Other Jute Manufactures (5 items)
F. Handloom products- Handloom Products (1 group item)

A. Exports of textile fibers: Exports of textile fibers increased by 15 per cent, from US$ 1,032.49 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 1,188.60 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports of raw cotton and silk have increased, while man-made staple fibers have decreased, during first seven months of current fiscal year. Raw cotton inclusive of wastes was US$ 673.16 million in Apr-Oct 2013, which have annual growth of 29 per cent, to reach at US $ 866.75 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports of man-made staple fiber have decreased by 11 per cent, from US $ 350.11 million to US $311.24 million in these periods.
B. Exports of textile products, i.e. of yarns, fabrics and made-ups: Exports of textile products consisting of yarn, fabrics and made-ups contribute around 41 per cent in overall exports of textile sector. Cumulative exports of these textile products increased by merely one per cent from US$ 8,907.52 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 8,960.51 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports of cotton yarn, which constitute around 24 per cent share in this category of textile products, declined of 16 per cent, from US$ 2,595.68 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 2,167.95 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Silk yarn, fabrics and made-ups have also declined by 10 per cent. However, increase in exports of cotton fabrics and made-ups and of other textiles’ yarn, fabrics and made-up articles by 10 per cent has been helpful to achieve overall 1 per cent exports growth in this category. The negative or low growth rates in exports of these textile products attract policy attention. Otherwise, exports targets of US$ 45 billion during 2014-15 in textile sector cannot be achieved.
C. Exports of ready-made garments (RMG): Exports of RMG contribute around 43.5 per cent in exports from textile sector. There were positive growth rates in all five kind of garments .i.e. of cotton, MMF, wool, silk & other fibers. RMG based on Cotton inclusive of accessories have increased by 6 per cent, from US $ 4,971.72 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 5,260.05 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports of RMG of Silk have increased by 41 per cent to reach at US$ 179.05 million. Exports of RMG of Manmade Fibres have a growth rate of 27 per cent during these periods. It has increased from US $ 1,776.79 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 2,260.45 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports of RMG of Wool and RMG of Other textile materials have also increased by 3 per cent and 33 percent respectively during Apr-Oct 2014 over same period of last year. Thus, positive increments in exports of RMG of all kind of fibers have led to increase overall ready-made garment exports by 15 per cent, from US $ 8,311.65 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 9,553.32 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Exports performance of RMG have been better among all other segments of textiles so far.
D. Exports of Coir, handicrafts & carpets- Exports of coir, handicrafts & carpets together contribute 8.3 per cent in exports from textile sector. There were positive growth rates in all segments of products under this category. Exports in this category of items have grown by 10 per cent from US $ 1,661.37 million to US$ 1,820.26 million during first seven months of current fiscal year over same period of the last year.
E. Exports of Jute and Jute products- Exports of Jutes and Jute products together contribute around one per cent in overall exports of textile sector. There were negative growth rates in all products except Jute yarn and floor coverings of Jutes under this category. Exports in this category of items have decreased by 9 per cent during first seven months of current fiscal year. It has decreased from US $ 232.24 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 212.27 million in Apr-Oct 2014.
F. Exports of handloom products- Exports of handloom products also contribute around one per cent in exports of textile sector. Exports in this category of items have decreased from US $ 241.73 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 208.87 million in Apr-Oct 2014, that is, a decline of 14 per cent during first seven months of current fiscal year. This is the most labour intensive and its activities mostly supports the rural employments. Negative exports performance of this category of items need to be reversed through active trade policy supports measures.

Outlook of exports of textile sector
During first seven months of current fiscal year, Indian textile exports registered a 7.7 per cent growth rate which is well ahead than the 5 per cent of global textile and clothing exports growth. Indian textiles exports have increased from US$ 20,387.01 million during Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 21,943.84 million during Apr-Oct 2014. 

Exports from Indian textile sector was robust among its largest exporting destinations. It grew at a rate of around 6 per cent in its largest exports partner country, USA. The growth rates of Indian  textiles exports in its other top destinations namely, UAE, UK, Bangladesh, Germany, France, Spain and Italy were 34.1 per cent, 16.3  per cent, 15.7 per cent, 11.4 per cent, 25.7 per cent, 14.1 per cent and 6.5 per cent respectively during first seven months of current fiscal year over same period of the last year. Thus, significant growth rates of textile sector exports were registered in 8 out of top-10 textiles exports’ destinations. However, the growth rate in exports of Indian textile goods to China was negative at 15 per cent, which constitutes around 6 per cent of share in exports of textile sector. Turkey, which counts among top-10 destinations for exports from Indian textile sector, has also not any significant increment. The import demand by China and Turkey for cotton textiles from India remained subdued during this period.

There were around 4 per cent growth rates during first seven months of current fiscal year in other destinations together (barring top-ten countries) for exports of Indian textile goods. These regions/countries together constitute around 40 per cent in overall exports of textile sector. Low exports growth rate in these regions are still a challenge to realize high exports of textile sector.

 It warrants the trade measures and focused need of diversification of markets for Indian textile sector. There were negative growth rates in exports of cotton yarn, silk products, Jute products and handloom products of textile sector so far in current fiscal year. Downstream products of textile sector, particularly, ready-made garments and carpets have good scope of exports performance. But, negative or low growth rates in textiles products of upstream segments are challenges for achieving high growth rate in overall exports of textile sector. Textile sector could miss the target of exports of US $ 45 billion in current fiscal year, if timely trade measurers and support for exports are not given in the category of textile items with negative export performance. 
Imports performance
Textile imports, consisting of textile fibers, yarns, made-ups, garments, jute & jute products, coir, handicrafts, carpets and handloom products, were US$ 3,259.6 million during first seven months of current fiscal year, i.e. Apr-Oct 2014. It was US$ 3,682.2 million during same period of the last year. In Indian Rupees (INR) term, imports of textile sectors were Rs. 19,378 crore and Rs. 22,229 crore for Apr-Oct 2013 and Apr-Oct 2014 respectively. During first seven months of current fiscal year, Indian imports of textile products, which was showing around 13 per cent growth rate, was significantly higher than world imports growth of 5 per cent for textile products. India imports around 40 percent of total imports in textile sector from China. Chinese textiles dominates in imports basket in almost all category of textiles except wool by Australia, RMG of cotton and handloom products by Bangladesh and raw cotton by Mali & USA.

A. Imports of textile fibers: Imports of textile fibers are consisting of man-made fibers (MMF), raw wool, raw cotton and raw silk inclusive of wastes. It contributes around 26 per cent in overall imports of textile sector. Imports of textile fibers have increased by 23 per cent, from US$ 789.53 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 971.28 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Duty incidences and other factors of domestic producers in man-made fibers (MMF) have elevated domestic prices over international prices. These are forcing the end user industry for man-made fibers for dependency on imports and hence high imports growth rates. The imports of MMF have increased by 29 per cent, from US$ 198 million during Apr-Oct 2013 to US $ 256 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Indian textile sector is also highly dependent on imports of raw wools, imports of which have been increasing at a growth rate of 27 per cent. Imports of raw cotton and raw silk including wastes have increased by 18 per cent and 6 per cent respectively.
B. Imports of textile products, i.e. of yarns, fabrics and made-ups: Imports of textile products consisting of yarn, fabrics and made-ups contribute around 53 per cent in overall imports of textile sector. Cumulative imports of these textile products have increased by 10 per cent from US$ 1,782.4 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 1,960 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Imports of MMF yarn, fabrics and made-ups, which constitute around 58 per cent share in this category of textile products, have increased by 13 per cent, from US$ 1,008.3 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 1,141.5 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Other textiles yarn, fabrics and made-ups have increased by 21 per cent from US$ 353.3 million to US$ 427.4 million during these periods. 
C. Imports of ready-made garments (RMG): Imports of RMG contribute around 8 per cent in imports of textile sector. Imports of RMG of Manmade Fibres and of other textile materials, each has been growing by 33 per cent during these periods. However, RMG of cotton is largest among all of RMG segments, has increased merely by 0.1 per cent, from US $ 133.4 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 133.6 million in Apr-Oct 2014. Imports of RMG of all kind of fibers together have increased by 15 per cent, from US $ 262.6 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 301.2 million in Apr-Oct 2014.
D. Imports of Coirs, handicrafts & carpets- Imports of coirs, handicrafts & carpets together contribute 9 per cent in imports of textile sector. There were positive growth rates in all segments of products under this category. Imports in this category of items have grown by 7 per cent during first seven months of current fiscal year. It has increased from US $ 311.9 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 332.4 million in Apr-Oct 2014.
E. Imports of Jute and Jute products- Imports of Jutes and Jute products together contribute around 3 per cent in overall imports of textile sector. Imports in this category of items have increased by 12 per cent during first seven months of current fiscal year, from US $ 100 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to reach at US$ 112 million in Apr-Oct 2014.
F. Imports of handloom products- Imports of handloom products also contribute 0.2 per cent in imports of textile sector and thus very small. It has decreased by 57 per cent, from US $ 13 million in Apr-Oct 2013 to US$ 5.66 million in Apr-Oct 2014.
